SINGAPORE HIGHLIGHTS

June 2009 will be remembered for the appearanc®rafapore’s eleventhlorsfield’'s
Bronze Cuckooin Tuas Grassland as well as the presence ofBiwe-winged Pittas
supposedly a migrant, at Kranji Nature Trail. Thigapdoesn’t breed south of Jerantut, in
Peninsular Malaysia. Other odd records includevarjie Crested Honey Buzzardat
Bukit Batok East, probably of resident ramgentalis and aPeregrine Falcon possibly

of raceernestj at Church Street. TH@sprey is another raptor that is not supposed to be
around but has been so for over a decade, witmdividual present at Kranji. The
presence of these taxa needs further verificatiah raonitoring. There were apparently
no migrant waterbirds reported in what was a tyilyicguiet month.

Residents of note this month includedd Junglefowlat NTU, Lesser Whistling Duck
(Botanic Gardens)Qriental Pied Hornbill (NTU), continued evidence dfhestnut-
bellied Malkoha at Kent Ridge ParkAsian Drongo Cuckoo (Bukit Batok and Sime
Trail), Red-wattled Lapwing (Bukit Batok West and Neo Tiew Lane 2)tle Tern
(Kranji Reservoir), a pair ofGrey-headed Fish Eaglesresting in mangroves at
Woodlands Checkpoint (Great-billed Heron (Ubin), White-rumped Shama (Sime
Trail) andStraw-headed Bulbul (Bukit Batok). Breeding activity was also in esrtte
for 22 species, most welcome being thatSawvanna Nightjar.

JOHOR HIGHLIGHTS

Once again, news of note came from the birdy Burkeck at Panti Forest Reserve.
First off though were some unusual behaviour fréwe taptors, with @8arred Eagle
Owl seen devouring a Long-tailed Macaque and th€hmangeable Hawk Eagledoing
the same to a hapless Banded leaf Monkey. Otheresting birds recorded at this track
includedGreat Argus, White-bellied Woodpecker, Black Hornbill , Diard’s Trogon,
Rail Babbler, Grey-chested Jungle-flycatcherWhite-crowned Forktail , Puff-backed
andBlack-and-white Bulbuls, andChestnut-backed Scimitar-babbler Also of interest
was a record ofStraw-headed Bulbul now rarely recorded in Johor, from Tanjong
Sutera.

SUMMARY

This report covers noteworthy bird sightings in duB009 for Singapore and the
surrounding region. In general, the report willluze but are not limited to the following
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categories: rarities, breeding or nesting recaadsyal and departure dates for migratory
species, new locality records, escapees and unbshaliour.

Please remember to include details such as how miathy were seen, the plumage, sex
and age of the birds, the type of habitat in whiady were observed, the food they were
eating (if possible, identify the plant or animahe weather encountered (what was the
wind direction, tide conditions, etc.). Althoughstnot necessary to have such details for
all record submissions, it is a good habit to galie and is normally required for very
rare or unusual species.

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First Sighting of Pale-legged Leaf-warbler
(Phylloscopus tenellipes) in Singapore

The location is the Y-junction of the Lower Piertmil, where a little streamlet
surrounded by dense vegetation feeds the mainviaser was actually looking for the
Slaty-legged CrakdRallina eurizonoideswhich turned up briefly almost right by the
boardwalk before retreating back into cover. Soasvscanning the low undergrowth
around the steep slope around the stream for thlee cwhen this small brown bird
appeared before me and | took a quick record glueissing that it was an Arctic Warbler
Phylloscopus borealisr Oriental Reed- warblekcrocephalus orientalisThe bird was
quiet and foraged within the dense network of binascclose to the ground. A little
further down, | could see 3-4 other small browrdbimoving about close to the ground
as well, although | could not determine if theseravéhe same ones as the bird |
photographed.

list. This record has also been accepted by th@fsdCommittee as the first record of
this species for Singapore.
