SINGAPORE HIGHLIGHTS

Blue-and-white Flycatchers at the Bukit Batok Natkrark on 12 Nov by Wing Chong

Most Novembers come as busy months for the Singdpicdwatcher and clearly this one
was no exception. Records of migrant activity slgadnd consistently streamed in
throughout the month, with a number of surprisdthdugh not drawing much attention,
Sungei Buloh continued to play host to some uncommaders, including &rey-tailed
Tattler, two Broad-billed Sandpipers and rather high counts é&ed-necked Stints
remnants of what passed by on their way south itolige. Raptor activity was well
watched island-wide, with some exceptionally rapecses seen. One was a stunning
adultBlyth’'s Hawk-Eagle that was seen by a lucky few at Yishun Induststiate while
the very rare winterin§hort-toed Eaglewas seen at the Chinese Gardens and Alexandra
Arch area. Most of the regular migrant raptors wex@rded, with extensive records of
Black Baza Oriental Honey Buzzard and both Sparrowhawks. The Venus Drive area,
one that is not often visited by birders who aradesl direct for the Sime forest revealed
itself to be a migrant magnet, attracting beaudtiesa Black-backed Kingfisher and the
uncommorFerruginous andBlue-and-white Flycatchers albeit a dull first winter male
for the latter. Bukit Batok Nature Park clearly wather rarity and migrant hotspot. An
adult maleBlue-and-white Flycatcherwas reported there and seen by a spate of people
who went to follow up on the record. Other raritreported from the park included a
Streaked Bulbul, Yellow-vented Flowerpecker Common Buzzard and the now
increasingly regulaiGlossy Swiftlets The month ended off with a brilliant juvenile
Malayan Night-Heron, who showed himself well to most who made therprigge to
Chinese Gardens to see this extreme rarity.
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SUMMARY

This report covers noteworthy bird sightings in Mmber 2009 for Singapore and the
surrounding region. In general, the report willlute but are not limited to the following
categories: rarities, breeding or nesting recaadsyal and departure dates for migratory
species, new locality records, escapees and unbshaliour.

In addition, contributors are also advised to b@rasise as possible concerning records.
Please remember to include details such as how miathy were seen, the plumage, sex
and age of the birds, the type of habitat in whiudy were observed, the food they were
eating (if possible, identify the plant or animahe weather encountered (what was the
wind direction, tide conditions, etc.). Althoughstnot necessary to have such details for
all record submissions, it is a good habit to gali¢ and is normally required for very
rare or unusual species.

Martti Siponen had the largest flock of Bfack BazasAviceda leuphotesiigrating over
at Tuas South at 2.30 pm. His amazing photo ofshele flock graced the cover of this
report. Another large flock of 5Black Bazaswas reported by Lim Kim Keang over at
Tanah Merah Coastal Road at 2.24 pm just a few tesnearlier. This was a good
indication that they were migrating through botthesi of the main island.
